information boards about SBR TREX were located at 
central points along Highway 11 in South Carolina to 
update the local communities about the training

Flyers were distributed through the mountains of North 
and South Carolina announcing the training so local 
communities and visitors were aware of crews working in 
the area.

About SBR TREX
The Southern Blue Ridge 
Prescribed Fire Training 
Exchange (TREX) was held 
in the mountains of South 
Carolina Oct. 29-Nov. 9, 2018. 
The Fire Learning Network’s 
national training program 
brought fire professionals 
from around the world 
with diverse backgrounds 
to obtain hands-on fire 
experience, share knowledge 
and expertise, and better 
understand the art and 
science of fire management 
and ecology in the Southern 
Blue Ridge. This was the 
first of this type of training 
offered in the Appalachians.
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
