WAKULLA COUNTY RESOLUTION 95-4
WHEREAS, prescribed burning is a critical resource management tool that when properly administered minimizes deleterious impacts on air quality, protects public safety, and enriches property aesthetics; and 

WHEREAS, much of the ecosystem in Wakulla County, including numerous endangered species, is fire dependent for its vitality; and 

WHEREAS, prescribed burning reduces accumulated fuels and consequently lessens the likelihood and severity of uncontrolled and damaging wild fires; and 

WHEREAS, the Florida Legislature enacted Chapter 590.026, Florida Statutes, that recognized the benefits of conducting prescribed burning; and 

WHEREAS, rules governing open burning in Wakulla County require that proper authorization be obtained from the Florida Division of Forestry, Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services, prior to conducting prescribed burning in WakullaCounty. 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Wakulla County Board of County Commissioners, in regular session and duly assembled, supports the use of prescribed burning as a management tool in Wakulla County; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the continued cooperative and coordinated management of prescribed burning in Wakulla County through appropriate public officials is of great benefit to the protection of the environment and to the public safety and welfare.
